· We recommend working with on-site clients and student groups to determine the best use of these funds to benefit the local community.

· Funds will be dispersed annually after the close of Sodexo’s fiscal year (September timeframe) to best take advantage of the marketing and promotional aspects of the program through our digital signage, virtual marketing, client communications, etc.
· The program is specifically geared towards “P&L” sites – if a zime location is part of a “fee” arrangement, we would need to review with client before moving forward (our client may want to participate with funds of their own!) and possibly would need to go through Operations Accounting.
